Team Bravo will produce theirs about Kaukahi,
the Hawaiian grammy winning band. Team Charlie's project is Haleiwa Shingon Mission,
a Buddhist temple.

Shingon Mission Buddhism

The kanji for Shingon stands for “true words.” Shingon Mission, or Japanese Esoteric
Buddhism as it is sometimes called, is different from exoteric religions in that it believes
the divine is within the individual. Shingon Mission Buddhism was formed in Japan in
the early 800s when Kukai went to China to study. After returning to Japan, Kukai
eventually created a monastery on Mount Koya, which became the head of the Shingon
sect of Buddhism.
